Legacy Publications Now Online

All TWS legacy publications (Journal of Wildlife Manage-
ment, Wildlife Monographs, and Wildlife Society Bulletin)
from 1937-present are now available in electronic format
online. Current subscribers to the Journal may view all
legacy publications online at no additional cost. Non-sub-
scribers may view 1937-1995 legacy materials at no cost.
Non-subscribers may access more recent publications
(1996-2007) on a pay-per-view basis at a cost of $20 per
article. In the future, we will continue to maintain a moving
12-year window of recent publications that are accessible
only to subscribers or on a pay-per-view basis. To gain ac-
cess to all legacy and current publications at a bargain rate,
simply subscribe to JWM in 2008. At a subscription fee of
$40 for online JWM that's the cost of just two pay-per-view
articles!

Council Meeting Highlights

Administration

A new TWS award, the Caesar Kleberg Award for Excel-
lence in Applied Wildlife Research, was established. The
first award will be presented at the 2008 Annual Confer-
ence in Miami.

Work continues on the TWS Strategic Plan. The Strategic
Planning Subcommittee of Council will have a draft docu-
ment ready for Council review at the March 2008 meeting.

In order to allow members to better understand the views of
candidates running for the position of TWS vice president,
staff is looking into ways to have members submit ques-
tions for the candidates to review and answer.

Publishing and Information Resources

TWS will be signing on to the principles of the Conservation
Commons which endorse sharing data for the benefit of
conservation.

Council decided to discontinue publication of obituaries in
the Journal of Wildlife Management and to publish them in
The Wildlife Professional and The Wildlifer as brief state-
ments with a tie to more detailed information online.

TWS will be working collaboratively with the National Wild-
life Federation to develop a special issue of The Wildlife
Professional that focuses on climate change impacts on

wildlife and what wildlife professionals can do to address
the issue.

TWS will also be involved, in concert with the National
Wildlife Federation, in the development of a new publi-

cation entitled “The Wildlife Managers Guide to Climate
Change.”

Membership and Conferences
Council agreed to continue publication of The Wildlifer in
2008 and beyond.

Council approved $1,000 in funding for each of the four
student conclaves in 2008.

Staff, in consultation with working groups, will be exploring
the idea of establishing a Working Group of the Year Award
and a strategic planning process for working groups.



The Ethnic and Gender Diversity Working Group will have
responsibility for selecting TWS’ Diversity Award recipient
each year.

Finances

Council approved a TWS budget for 2008 with a pro-
jected income of $2,075,000 and projected expenses of
$1,985,000.

New IRS regulations will require TWS subunits to file sepa-
rate returns in 2008. Staff will prepae information packets
on these changes and send them to each subunit.

Government Affairs and Partnerships
Council approved 3 draft position statements for member
review and comment.

Student Travel Grants

Travel grants of up to $500 will be awarded to a limited
number of students presenting a technical paper or poster
at the Society’s 15th Annual Conference. To be consid-
ered, students first must submit abstracts following guide-
lines in the Call for Contributed Papers and Posters (see
back page). The deadline for submission of abstracts

is March 14, 2008. Students whose paper or poster is
accepted must then apply for the travel grant to be consid-
ered. The student travel grant application will be posted
on TWS’ website soon and is due by June 30, 2008. An
individual is eligible if s/he is a current student or recent
graduate (degree received during 2007 or 2008), a mem-
ber of The Wildlife Society, and senior author/presenter of
the accepted presentation or poster. Recipients of student
travel grants in 2007 are ineligible. Recipients will be noti-
fied in late August.

Best Student Presentation and Poster Awards
Awards will be presented for the Best Student Presentation
and Best Student Poster at TWS Miami Conference. To
be considered, students must first submit abstracts fol-
lowing guidelines in the Call for Contributed Papers and
Posters (see back page). The deadline for submission of
abstracts is March 14, 2008. Students whose paper or
poster is accepted for presentation must then apply to be
included in the judging. The application will be posted on
TWS’ website soon and is due by October 10, 2008. A
presentation or poster is eligible only if the senior author/
presenter is a current student or recent graduate (degree
received during 2007 or 2008) and a member of The Wild-
life Society. Award recipients receive a plaque.

Student Chapters — Don’t forget to submit your applica-
tion for Student Chapter of the Year. The winning chap-
ter receives a travel grant of $1,000 to attend the annual
conference! All student chapters are invited to nominate
themselves for the award (and the $1,000 travel grant) by
completing the award application form (see www.wildlife.
org under “Awards”). The application deadline is March 14,
2008. The grant must be used to send a student delega-
tion to the conference. Once selected as Student Chap-
ter of the Year, the chapter still must qualify for the grant
by meeting the following criteria: (1) a minimum of three
members of the student chapter must attend the confer-
ence and (2) the three individuals must be members of
TWS and cannot be recipients of TWS student travel grants
(described elsewhere). Grant funds are to be used by the
student chapter for conference travel expenses.

Student Research-in-Progress Poster Session

The Student Professional Development Working Group
invites submission of student posters on research-in-
progress covering topics in wildlife science, management,
conservation, education, or policy. Posters should be for:
research-in-progress, a proposed research project (with a
focus on study design), results from completed undergradu-
ate research projects or Student Chapter research projects
that may not be appropriate for the regular poster sessions.
This session was extremely popular during the 2007 meet-
ing in Tucson with presenters receiving great feed back
from other students and professionals.

The Wildlife Society will hold its 15th Annual Conference

in Miami, Florida, November 8-12, 2008. The meeting will
include workshops, symposia, panel discussions, breakfast
roundtables, special poster sessions, contributed papers
(oral presentations), and contributed posters. We invite
submission of contributed papers and posters on topics

of wildlife science, management, conservation, education,
or policy within the broad theme of Excellence in Wildlife
Stewardship through Science and Education.

All contributed papers (oral presentations) will be sched-
uled for 20 minutes, which includes 15 minutes for the pre-
sentation and 5 minutes for questions. Oral presentations
are limited to Microsoft PowerPoint.

We urge participants to consider presentation of their work
as posters. Posters are displayed for a half or full day and
authors are requested to attend their posters during sched-
uled breaks. Posters will be displayed on 4-ft. high x 8-ft.
wide horizontal boards.
